 Include an Entry Form.

• Palatine Public Library District residents compete for the 
 Nancy J. Heggem Poetry Awards; nonresidents compete for the 
 Library’s Write-On Awards.

• Current Palatine Library staff, board members, and trustees are not eligible 
 for prizes.

• Professional judges select the winners. All winners receive a 
 certificate, and publication of their poem on the Library’s website. 
 Nancy Heggem Award winners also receive a cash prize; 
 Write-On Award winners receive a gift card.

• The Library cannot return entries.
