· Can search database for desired text (most of the time)
The disadvantages are:

· Searching can be problematic
· Image quality can be poor
· Archive may not have the newspaper you’re looking for.

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Printing an entire page is straight forward , but the print is generally too small to be useful. Printing a single article is, unfortunately, not a straight forward process. It is somewhat easier to print a JPEG. 

To print an article, click on Crop  (looks like a pair of scissors)
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Two crop tools, one looks like a box, the other looks like a pen, will appear below the Crop icon. Select one of the two. The box is for a four sided shaped crop while the pen can “cut out” an irregular shape. For example, a multi column article.  
In the example below the box crop tool was selected. A  tag window and crop box will appear. Fill out the “Tag This Clip”and Suggested Tag boxes, then drag the four corners around the article you want to crop. 
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Click Clip. Then click Download on the resulting window. Open the downloaded file (it will be in your Downloads folder or access from the bottom of your screen. It can now be printed or copied into a Word document.

The article can now be printed. The entire page can also be displayed and the entire edition can be browsed page by page.  

Advanced searching allows the user to specify multiple search terms, dates, language, the type of article and more.   
Searching again for Ludwig Mies van der Rohe, this time on the advanced search screen. 
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Scrolling down this same page allows the user to select the type of document, language, etc. In this case, I selected only articles.

Searching for obituaries is straight forward. The caveat is that this database only goes back to the mid-1990’s or so. 
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To search for obituaries, enter “obituary” in search box and select Section from the drop down menu next to it.  In this example the name “clausing” was added as a Headline to limit the search. 
Users can also search for obituaries from over 4400 U.S. news sources. The available dates vary.

This is the library’s personal subscription to Newspapers.com. A library staff member from either the reference or technology desks have to log the user in so it’s only accessible inside the library. It contains about 11,000 different newspapers dating from the eighteenth century to the twenty-first.  The newspapers are complete pages scanned as images. Wild cards can be used for searching.
